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RETZSCH'S OUTLINES

TO

SCHILLER'S FIGHT WITH THE DRAGON,

Introduction.—In the foreground an aged shepherd and a bereaved mother, lost In grief at the ravages committed in their homes by the
voracious Dragon. In the distance is seen the Isle of Rhodes, and some shepherds, who are pursued by the monster.

The Dragon springs forth from behind the ridge of 2 mountain upon # herd of browsing cattle, which, with their shepherds, instantly take to flight.

The Dragon, watching at the entrance of hig cave, is about to rush nupon some pilgrims, whose path lies across this fatal spot.

The Dragon is attacked by a troop of four Knoights of the Cross and their Squircs, all of whom, after a desperate conflict, the monster either
destroys or puts to flight.

The people are loudly bewailing the loss of relatives whom the D'ragon has seized and devoured. The Knight of Rhodes appears amongst
them, and after listoning to their melancholy story, takes the resolution of secking and giving battle to the monster.

The Knight, accompanicd by his faithful Squires and trusty dogs, arrives in the wood, close to the scene of action. He now gives strict
orders to his Squires to remain behind, whilst he himself, with his dogs, is cngaged in the fieree combat,

The Knight, with dauntless courage, attacks the Dragon.

The Knight sueceeds in overcoming the monster, and with his sword gives the final blow.

The exhausted Knight is found by his Squires and attendants lying under the carcass of the Dragon. They carefully drag him forth,
and assist In restoring him, amidst expressions of wonder and admiration at his victory over the gigantie monster.

The Knight enters Bhodes in triwmph, amidst the prayers and blessings of the multitude, and behind him is borne along the dead body of
the monster, so lately the terror of the whole country.

The Knight appears in all humility before the Grand Master of the Order, by whom hr is rebuked for having broken his vow of obedience,
and condemued to banishment. All the Knights cvince their admiration of the matchless intrepidity of their brother in arms, and express
their sympathy when the sentenec is pronounéed.
