Wrap this wire with while
crepe paper before fustening it in place and
make it long encugh to forw the arms. Tie
a piece of white crepe paper around Lhe neck,
for the glkirt, und add a cirewlar plece for the
eape. Drasw the ghostly fealures with India
ink.

“Troonn’” hetween theo, lrst cutting oll the
carilboard broom.

N, 4 CarBeors CarD. Pasle wwhile corre-
spondence card Loow pieee of orange mal stock
a little lurger Lham Lhe white card. Add a
cireulor piece of lack mat stocle and then a
souare piece of orange. Fasten an 11 683 Sil-
heuette to Lhe eenker and then make a neck-
tie of a kit of white paper, lettering it as
show.

Mo, b Drack Car CHary, A loop of wire
1s fasbonad hetween two 1456 Silhonel Les and
1he whele staoothly covercd with hlack sealing
wax, A hit of Green Bronze Y¥ax iz used for
the eyes. A loop of green Limsel ribhon, long
enough so that the “charm” may he worn
areund the neck, completes it.

No. 6 Car Bas Make a small bag of oranpe
erepe [rpor with drawstrings at Lhe Log and
paste a Cnut-out IT 111 to the side. A bag like
this may be the container in which to present
wlmost any smeall prize,

Wi. ¥ Writen Hog, Orange and bleck
crepe papet ool in a fringe s attached o o
amall horo snd & Wileh Cot=ont IT 112 1
frstened in place so that the monthpiece of
the horn comes at the peak of the list. 1t will
ke more allractive i the horn ilsell s lirsl
covercd with orange crepe paper.

The melod of making the despery over
the window may need o little crplanalion,
Hemave a fold of orange orepe paper from Lhe
packet nnd unfold, then, starting with the
two ends together, redouble until there are
eight thicknesses. Muke slashes along one
entire side aboul onc-half an inch apart, cut-
ting to within an ipch of the opposile side,
Dufald and pin in dnee right over the regular
draperics. It will e necessary to nse two or
mote pieces us exch piece will he only twenty

mches deep, Use strips of Border I 8 between
each row of slashing and finish Lhe cnds
with Witch Cuteonts H $%,

The chandelier utiizes Tecornled

Crepe IT 832, Cnt it as shown in the
iflustration and aftach Nao 1
Orunge Streamers around the
hottom, finishing the ends

with bats cut from the un-
used porlion of the Deco-
ralod Crepe Paper.

If there are Leacket Hplits
in the room A sereen may
be made for cach one. Cut
a plece of eordbanrd in an
oval shape following the
shape of the motif in Dee-
oruted Crepe H 850, Ot
out the center, leaving a -
nurrow rim, wod paste it to
Lhe back of {he eat motif.
Add s sirp of black crepe
paper iringe scross Lhe bot-
tom. Fagien picees of wire
to the hack to attach it to
the lamp fixture.

Two different snggestiona
are shown for marking the
pard tables, The witch nume-
ber iz made by attuching a
ploce of Mo T Wire, wrapped
willi orange erepe paper, Lo
the back of a Cul-oul H 112,
allowing it to exiend eight-
een or twenty inches. Cig
the required numeral fram
oranye tmat stock and fus-
ten the wire to it, bending
Lhe wire Lo follew its shape,
Lend Lhe remaining wiee in
a fnl spical Lo form o siand,
Finizh with a mffle of o~
ANge CTEDE [AMET.

The ghost fable marker iz made over a
come-shaped piece of cardboard. The head
and ghostly robes are made of crepe paper
and the hands are wire wrapped with crope
paper. A numbered card i3 ekl in one hand
while a eal cut Brom Cot-omt H 21, attached
b a riblon, 12 held in the cther.

Refreshments should he served at the
small tables wt which time they are spread
with covers made of orange orepe paper
decorated  with witches. “Fortune Hand-
wiches,” degeriled on page 8, should be served
in Lhe Cat Troys shown on the following page
nn<l ban hons may appear in eups topped with
a witeh's head.
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Of conrse yon will need seore eards. There
are g number here [rown which bo choose. The
table and couple may be written an the

hack.

N I NEGELAcE SccRE Caro. The card
itzelf 12 4 red tug to which are pasted three
Il 553 Seals. A band of crepe puper iz made
long enough tu po around the neck and come
down uver the shoulders. Crepe paper fringe
finizhes the ends and the tag is tied to a long
ritibon,

11355 Seuls back to back on an orunge ribbon.
Add o tag decornted wilh scals amd tie it to
the bracelel wilh nbhon loug enowgh s that
the tag will be oul of Lhe way,

has & fealber made of crepe paper and ap-
ropriale Ietlerimy added. The score may be

MNo. 4 BRIpGE ScorE UAnD. Cul & piece of
orange mal slock a lille wider Lhan ihe
prinled score pad and loaeg conough to hend
over a3 shown., Pasle ane sheet of the pad on
the cardboacd and o Cut-oul H 84 an the
bent aver top. Streamers of arangs ribhon,
pasted beneath the enl-out, add a eolorfnl
touch.

a card and a small peneil pul in Lhe old man's
hand.

N f Witon Taret Cagp. A Lit of orange
orepe paper foc 4 skirl amd o shorter piece of
bluck for a cape are opped with n Seal B 630,
An orange ribhon loop adds a bit maore color.

No. T Wited Sravive Cup. This is a large
cup and u single one may be used 1o the cen-
ter of cach card table. A Nu. 3 Serving Cup
Form is coversd with orance crepe puper. A
plece of wire is pasted to the back of Cat-ont
H 112 and ullowed to extend three or four
inches below it. Tie cuffes of crepe paper
armnd the wire and spread them out. Bend
the exlending wire up 1o s flat spical and the
beruilled witck forms a top for the cup.

MNao, 8 Cat SErvikrcs Trat. Cul orpnge
crepe paper in scallops and pasle a douwble
row in rullles pround Lhe odge of o paper
plate, Paste & paper doady in Lhe plale. Wrap
pieces of Na, 7 Wire wilh No.o 112 Festoons
entl in halves lemplhwise Lhrough the oonter.
Pt Lhe wives Lagelher and shapo as shown.
Leave aboul Lwo inches ol one cnd of each of
the pieces for the legs, imwmapped, and throst
them thvough the plale, bending them bacle
and fastening Lo Lhe plate with gnmmed tape,

PLANNING REFRESHMENTS
FOR THE PARTY
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AT simplest. sorta of refreshments are ap-
propriate for a Isllowe’en party but they
may be served 1n nivsusl surroundings and in
surprising shuipes.
The dining room and the tsble should hoth
e pay with orange sod black decorations.
When the refreshmentz are to be served
buffet style, the tuble may be spresd with
an orange colored cover. Stretoh strips of the
crepe paper smoothly over the tup of the
table and pin to the silence oloth, Fusten o
border of Dlecorated Crepe Paper around the
edge. The design illustrated is o, I1 844, cut
in irregnlar scallops.
Banners made of crepe paper are effective
and can he quickly arranged. Straight strips

of crepe paper, cut in the
desired shape at the cuds,
make Lhe foundalions.
Degigns cut from
Decoraled Crepe or card-
board cub-outs are pasted
to these foundations,

The witeh centerpices i3
made of Decoraled Crepe
H /819 cut oul and rein-
forced wilh cardboard and
wire. The canldron is made

Small eauldrons Lhat
match the cenlerpicos are
fushioned arcnmd big red
apples. Btrips of orange and
red erepe paper, eut in
points on one odge, are
stretehed around Lthe
apples. Nexl a double picee
of hlack crepe paper, with
the rreased edge al Lhe top,
iz stretehed around and the
lower edge gathered i and
fastened at the hatlom.
The wupper edze s then
atretehed ont carefully Lo
form the rim of the kellle.
Wire, wrapped with crepe
paper, is bent in shapa for
the handle and slipped m
place, and a Cut-out 11353 fzstened on a
toothpick is thrust into the apple.

If you are to serve sandwiches make them
“Fortune Supdwiches,” Use any desired
{Mling and cut the sundwiches in three differ-
ent shupes—round, diamond and heart
shaped. Alter your puests have hegun to 2al
them, tell what the dilferent shapes mean.
Round vnes sigmfy wealth, diamond shaped
ones sume noexpected pleasure and for thase
who huve selected the heart shaped ones,
lowve will come within the yvesr.

A Col-oul H 102 sl Lacled
to i spiral wire fulters above L A bow of
orange ribbon and a small card are ailached
tu the handle of the candlestick. The card
muy be a place card ar may have a forbime
verse printed on it.

No. 4. Puspiciy Crgarerres, A favorfora
man is made of two Seals IT 5%%, 3 bit of wie
wrapped with erepe paper and beol in correct
shape, The pumpkin man then rides aslride
a package of cigarclics. Any small packaged

vindies may heused in place of the cigarattes.

Na. 5. Deviu Saevirs Cor, This cop is
maue in the same way as the Owl Serving
Cup cxeept that s plece of wire, wrapped with
crope paper dod made spiral by winding il
arouml a sleel knitting needle, is pasted Lo
the back of o Cut-out IT 110 Instead of
fastening Lhe fgure to the side of the oup, the
wire is throst through the middle of the
botlom of the cup and fastencd with o bit of
gummad tapo

No. 8. Pommay Croww Senvise Cue.
Cover a serving eup form with erange erepe
paper. Bale the clown’s head of 1w0 Secals
11 658 pasted topether. Add a tiny raffle of
crepe puper dnd a pointed cep. A bow of
black ribbon completes it. Paste the edpe of
Lhe cofle o the cdge of the cup for about
an inch.

No. 7. Pimane Jacg Horver Pie. Make a
foundation of cardboard and cover with
crepe paper cut morows of pointed petals.
Attach several pieces of Nao. ¥ Wire to the
haele of an I ¥3 Cut-vut, Fasten several rows
of pointed petals around the wires snd then
thrust them Lhrough Lhe cotiler of Lhe hollom
of the foundation, spresding oul Lhe ctds of
Lhe wives and bending them flal againsl the
Lolten of the foamdation. Paglen them in
place securely with munmed tape [Maste o
second pumpkin to the back of the first one
and malke a “bandina™ hat of crepe paper
and trim it with colored gummed dismomls
and crescenls.

In the ronm llastrated oll
of Lhe decorations can bhe
partly made so Lhal ey may
be put in place very quickly.

Fur the window decoration,
No. 302 Decorated Crepe is cul in slrips
of the correct widths and Cut-outs 11 21,
H 1% and H 85 pasted to the ends. The
valance, too, 13 mude of Noo 308 Crepe. Tt
will take only a few minutes to pin them to
Lhe draperies.

The chandelier deroration is made on a
wirrow band of cardbourd which fits swround
the light fiskure. Three or four picecs of fine
wire will attach it eusily. A Lunch Set I 175
i used on the lable. Lts conlents, Lhe Lahle
cover, napking and paper plutes, are easily

spleadl on the table and in
themselves form a pacl of
Lhe decorative scheme.

Just befure the refresh-
ments are sorved, glve each
boy a shoulder sash and
ench girl a head band., As
snomn as they are donmned e
hunt for partners hegins. A
sngh and head band may
matoeh in ealar or the decora-
tiony for two may be alike.
Az illaslraled Lhe Witch
Silhonettes H 42 show thal
the wearers are partners.

The centerpiere is very
eazy Lo fashion. Two sec-
tions of desion 11 529 Plero-
raled Crepe are mnounted on
cardbuoard and eut out. The
lwo are then fastened to-
gether in a slightly oval shape and al-
tached to a piece of cardbourd covered with
green erepe paper crushed to represent grasy.
The center may be filled wilh small favars
sud at & sigoal from the hostess, each guest
mnay scleel & myslerions package, Cat Bal-
larms like those pictured on page &5, and the
Autnmn Leal Crickets on page 13, would be
appropriale Lo use for Lhe favors.

Individnal cokes, cach one frosted with
orange colored frosting and contsiming a
Gluck Cal Cul-out H 65, are ioleresling
because there are fartune wersez on the
reverse side that may be read alowd by each

No, 2.Car Sepvise T Weap a plece of
wite with a strip of erepe paper and Fasten
it ter the sides of 8 No, 2 Berving Cup Form.

Decorate the handle and the eat's neck with
orange rilbon hows,

No, 8 Crows Cawpy Favow. Use “Tife
Savers” ar any roll puckaged cundy for the
foundation. Cut & slop of crepe paper aboul
six inches louger than the package and oot
the twa cods in points, weth e grote of the
paper, about 234 inches deep, Ioll the pajer
round and round the packasge, tyivg the paper
at the top snd boliom. Push the pointed edge
oul al ene end so that it will stand, aod paste
a Cut-out H 106 to Lhe side.

Mo, 4 Car Hoan Thaer Cann, Wroap o
picre of No. 78 Wire with a strip of hlack
crepe paper, fringed on one edge, down for
about & ieches, Finish wrapping the wire with
Tlnin crepe paper. Bend the lower end in a
flat spiral and paale Lwo Seals H 654 in place,
back to hucl, Finish with an orange evcpe
papor bow aod slip o plain white caed in the
apiral.

No.5 Powerty SERvVING Cup. Cover u No. 0
Eerving Cup Form with arange crope papor,
Wrap pleces of wire with crepe paper and
allach them Lo the bottom amd sides of
the enp. Bend i correcl shape, The lwad
omade of two Seuls 1T 575 pasted back to
bask,

New. 8 Goeriy Froor. Wrap a piece of black
crepe paper tightly around an apple or
orange. Then =lash a strip of hrown erepe
paper whout 6 inches wide, with the yrate,
aboul 3 lnclws deep, aod wrap L aromd
tightly two or three times. Tusten the puper
together at the top and cut the [ruge off o
litlle way on one side. Pasle the face from
Bilbhouette H G637 ow the side. A hut made of
crepe paper is added. The whole Liesad may be
casily almppoed off Lhe frull aod slipped on
seain just befure it is tu be served.

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the crepe paper, streamiers and cut-ouls nserl
forr the averhend decoration, light shades and
henoers in a haell 25 lecl wide and $#0 fecl long.
similar to the one illastrated on page 168, will
ke approxintately S25.00.

Here are more decorabions thal can he
adapled Lo doors, posis and averhead decora-
tions in almoszt any kind of room or hall.

A sguare frume of wood or wire is fitted
sougly wround # posl. Mo, 1 Orange or Yollow
Streamers are atteched to two sides of the
frame, drawn topelher in one group and
lwslened.

The arrangement of the doorway decora-
tion o e adapled to Lhe sides of 2 stage, 1he
top of a booth or on & smealler scale for 2 win-

dow decoration. Natural branches are tacked
abowe the door frame and erepe peper moss
hung on them. Large cul-outs sre also hnng
an Lhe branehes, W loops of string ar; lastened
to the hacks of the suf-outs with tabs of
gummed tape, it will he very casy Lo hang
them jusl where Lhey sre wanted, Az ilhas-

The decorations of the hall shown on page
17 are easy to copy and Lhe srrangement of
the vverhead decorstion is partioabaely good
ta nae if the ceiling 13 20 high as Lo be mac-
nessible. Wires wre stretehed between Lhe light
xlures and shorl lenglhs of sloesmers, with
cut-outs attached to the ends, are pinned ko
the wires.
