Jewish families still celebrate Hanukkah by lighting the menorah, a special lamp
with holders for nine candles. Eight of the candles represent the eight days that the oil burned
in the rededicated temple, and the ninth candle is used to light the others. It is called the
shammash. One candle is added each of the eight days of Hanukkah to remind families of their
religious history.

The menorahs below tell the story of Hanukkah, but only the lit candles contain words
that are part of the story.

1. Mix together the potato, onion, and salt.

2. Mix just the flour and baking powder together, then add to
the potato mixture.

3. Add the beaten egg to the potato mixture.

4. Heat oil in a skillet and drop small piles of potato mixture
(2 tablespoons) into skillet. Press the potato piles flat with
a spatula.

5. Fry for 2 minutes on each side or until brown.
6. Let the latkes cool slightly on a paper towel before serving.
