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THINGS FOR GROUPS TO DISCUSS AND DO

Give group copies of world map. Have them identify the continents, and then,
trace the travels of the Pilgrims, first from England to Holland and back again,
and then, from England to America.

Display samples of traps for class members to see. (Either real traps or pictures
of traps.) Explain how traps are used to catch animals. (If you don't have access
to larger traps, use a mouse trap to show group how a trap actually works. Be
careful so that no one is hurt.) Discuss how the Pilgrims used traps to help
provide the necessary food for their survival in America.

Have group find Thanksgiving Day on a calendar. (Fourth Thursday in
November.) Discuss why we celebrate Thanksgiving Day. Allow group members
to mention one thing that they are thankful for.

Disgcuss various foods that were eaten at the first Thanksgiving dinner. (i.e.:
Turkey, venison or deer meat, fowls, fish, corn, etc.) Ask group which of these
foods are still traditionally eaten today on Thanksgiving Day.

Help group have a mock first Thanksgiving Day. Have part of group dress as

Indians with headbands and feathers and part dress as Pilgrims wilh Pilgrim
hats and collars. Discuss what took place on the first Thanksgiving Day. (i.e.:

Games, cooking, feasting, singing, praying, etc.) Games or food could even be

prepared for group to sample.

Did vou know that most of the people on board the Mayflower signed
an agreement before going ashore in America which was called the
Mayflower Compact?

Did you know that the first Thanksgiving celebration lasted for three days?

Did you know that the first Thanksgiving celebration was held in December and
not November? It began on December 13, 1621, and lasted for three days.

Did you know that William Bradford was elected as Governor of Plymouth
Colony 30 different times? He served from 1621 to 1656 with the exception of
1633, 1634, 1636, 1638 and 1644, when he was given a break. On the years that
he was not the Governor, he was still elected as Assistant Governor.

IDEAS FOR GROUP ACTIVITIES

DRAWING GAME: The group is divided into teams, and various scenes or people from the video are
written on slips of paper. The teams then alternate taking the slips of paper out of a bowl and drawing the
mentioned scene or person on a chalkboard or paper until team members guess what the scene or person is. A
time limit should be given, and if the team is not able to guess the scene in the allotted amount of time, no
point 1s earned. The other team is then given a chance o steal the point.

CHARADES: The group is divided into teams, and various scenes from the video are acted out.

QUESTION AND ANSWER GAME: The questions from each section are copied on a copy machine, cut
apart, and placed in a bowl. The group is divided into teams, and each team takes Lurns drawing the gquestion
out of the bowl. Points are scored by correctly answering each question. If the team drawing the question
cannot answer it correctly, the opposing team gets a chance to steal the point,

MATCHING GAME: The names from the matching game are put on an overhead or chalkboard, and the
descriptions are copied on a copy machine, cut apart, and placed in a bowl. The group is divided into teams,
and each leam allernales taking a description out of the bowl and matching it with the correct name or item
on the board. Points are scored by correctly matching the description with the name. If the team drawing the
descriplion cannot answer it correctly, the opposing team gets a chance to steal the point,

WHO AM I?: Qualities and descriptions of personalities in the video are read aloud one at a time. In this
game, teams do not take turns, instead, a point is scored by the first team that is able to name the person
being described. For example: William Bradford could be described as follows: Born in England; Second
Governor of Plymouth, ete.

THE DESCRIPTION GAME: Namecs of various personalities in the video are written on slips of paper and
placed in a bowl, The group is divided into teams, and each team takes turns drawing names out of the bowl
and describing each personality to their team members. Once the team guesses correcily, the team member
draws another name from the bowl. Each team is given 1 minute per turn io describe as many personalities
as possible. Pomnts are given for each correct answer. For example, if a team member drew “William
Bradford” out of the bowl, the clues suggested in “Who Am I” could be given Lo help leam members guess
correctly. 1f the tirne allotment is not up by the time the team guesses correctly, the member draws another
name from the bowl and continues until their time allotment is oul.

TWENTY QUESTIONS: One member of the group is “it” and thinks of a person, place or thing from the
video without telling anyone what the word is. The rest of the group asks him/her yes or no questions trying
to figure out the word. If they fail to figure out the answer within 20 questions, the person who is “it” wins,

HANG-MAN: One member of the group is “it” and thinks of a word or phrase having to do with the video. He
then puts a dash for every letter in the word or phrase on a paper or chalkboard. The rest of the group takes
turns guessing letters, If a guessed letter is in the word or phrase, it is written into the corresponding blank
on the board. If a guessed letter is not contained in the word or phase, one part of the hang-man is drawn. If
the hang-man is completed before the group finishes filling in the blanks, the person who is “it” wins.

GAME CARDS: Using the copy machine, make at lest 2 copies of each page of “Game Cards” on card stock.
Color them, if you wish, and then, laminated cach page and cut apart. These games cards can be used for
several different games such as “Concentration”, “Fish”, different versions of Which Happened First (page
25), ete.
